INSERT REPLACEMENT SLIDER BOARD INTO THE PCB AS FOLLOWS, SOLDER INTO PLACE, SNIP LEADS, CLEAN UP EXCESS FLUX WITH QTIPS AND FLUX REMOVER.
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ROUTE POWER CABLE FROM SLIDER BOARD UNDERNEATH WIRE BUNDLE AS SHOWN SOLDER POWERWIRETO J13. THIS COMPLETES INSTALLATION.
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
